1. Consumer Price Index (CPI) 
 
National Consumer Price Index (CPI) 1 in March 2009 was 7.5 percent points higher than in March 2008. 
The annual increase in the national food index was 7.0 percent points. Among food items, annual rise is 
5.9 percent points in the case of “bread and cereals”. The non-food index showed a reasonable annual 
increase of 8.5 percent points. Annual increase in exchange-rate index was 4.9 per cent points. (Table

CPIs for food items indicate that there is no sharp rise in the annual prices of food items any more. 
Annual changes in the food indexes were as follows: Vegetables including tubers (+37.7); Spices (+29.5); 
Non-alcoholic beverages (+17.2); Cigarettes and tobacco (15.2); Sugar and sweets (14.7); Milk cheese 
and egg (+12.3); Fresh and dry fruits (+9.9); Bread and cereals (+5.9 percent points); Meat (-0.7) and Oil 
and fats (-29.1 percent points). (Table 1) 
 
From February to March 2009, overall CPI decreased by 8.3 percent points, with decreases in the food 
index and non-food index by 12.4 percent points and 1.7 percent points, respectively. “Bread and cereal” 
index showed a decrease of 24.4 percent points in a month’s period. The exchange-rate increased by only

Of the six locations that report CPI data, highest annual increases in overall CPI were observed in Herat 
(23.0 percent points), Kandahar (7.7), Kabul (5.1 percent points) and Khost (4.2). Highest annual 
inflation-rates in the case of food items were reported from Herat (up 28.2 percent points), Kandahar 
(8.7), Khost (3.4), and Mazar/Kabul (1.4). For non-food items, highest annual inflation rates were 
experienced in Herat (15.4), Jalalabad (12.2), Kabul (11.0) and Khost (6.1). Of the six locations, Mazar 
experienced a least increase in the annual CPI for non-food items (up 1.8 percent points only). (Table 
2/Annex I/II)

In Kabul, overall CPI rose by 5.1 percent points in one year ending March 09. Annual increases in food 
and non-food indexes in that period were 1.4 and 11.0 percent points, respectively. Increases over 20% 
were noted in the indexes of “vegetables”, “Spices” and “Fruits”. In March overall CPI decreased by 7.2 
percent points, with 11.3 and 0.6 percent points decreases in food index and non-food index, respectively.

2. Price of agricultural commodities 

2.1. Price of wheat 
 
Table 4 and 5 show the prices of local wheat by regions. A downward trend in local wheat price from 
October 08 to April 09 mirrors its decreasing trend on global markets. Average price of wheat in March 
2009 was Afs 22.4/kg, which is lower by 10.3% compared with its price in February 2009. The price in 
February 2009 was substantially higher (17.9%) than one year before. However, the price in March 09 is 
lower the price in March 09 by 6.3%. Its price in April (Afs 20.9) is 6.7% down compared to the March 
price.

On global market, price of wheat (US No. 2 Hard Red Winter and US No. 2 Soft Red Winter) showed a 
generally downward trend from March 2008. Decreases by 8.5 to 10% were reported in September; 12 to 
17% in October; 3 to 8% in November/December. This was followed by a slight increase in its price in 
January. However, price stabilization has been observed since February 2009. (Graph below; Annex IX)   
 

 
Annual wheat price on global markets showed an increasing movement in the last four years. For 
example, compared to its price in 2005, price in 2008 is more than double on average. Highest annual 
increase in its price was observed in 2007. A downward movement is seen in early-2009, as noted earlier.
